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Program:

Hand Planes by Paul Malanchuk

A planeisatool for shaping wood. Planes are
used to flatten, reduce the thickness of, and
impart a smooth surface to arough piece of
lumber.

Paul said that the main reason hand planes are
used isthey produce very little dust and are
much quieter than powered planes. They aso
provide the hands on feel and pride in your
work.

Hand planes have been around for along time.
Early examples have been found in ancient
Egypt. They have remained basically
unchanged until recently when Bailey added the
screw adjustment.

Paul said that he has seen many planes where
the iron had been installed “upside down” in the
plane. It seems that on smoothing planes the
beveled edge of theiron should be towards the
back of the plane. A notable exception isthe
block plane where theiron isinstalled with the
beveled edge to the front of the plane. He said it
was important to set the chip breaker about 1/8
behind the leading edge of the iron.

Standard smoothing planes are numbered 1 thru
8 with #1 the shortest and #8 around 22 inches
long. The better planes were madein the 1920's
and 1930's. Used planes are availablein alot of
fleamarkets, but be careful. If the plane looks
rough, the cast iron or wood body can be
cracked or warped making the plane unusable.

Paul saysit’s never awrong time to sharpen the
iron. He uses waterstones for the sharpening
and diamond stones to keep the waterstones flat.

Some hints about hand plane care are:

1) Keepit clean —wood shavings draw
moisture causing rust.

2) Storagein abox with an oiled cloth
helps avoid rust.

3) For long term storage coat with WD
40, but be sure to clean the oil off
before using it.
